Task 1
Many people are being asked to self-isolate. In the future, we may all have to …
· Make a playlist of 10 songs or pieces of music that will help you and your family to get through self-isolation. 

· Present your work in any way you like – poster, booklet, PowerPoint etc. All information should be clearly written or typed up and well presented.

· You must include the following into your presentation:
1. The title of the song or piece of music
2. The artist or composer who wrote the music
3. When the song or music was written
4. How and why this piece of music will get you through the crisis. 
(Writing “because I like it” will not do! How does the music make you feel? Does it have any special memories for you?)

· You may include anything else relevant or that interests you about the music
e.g. a FactFile of the composer or artist, photographs, a brief history of that style of music etc.
Task 2
Increase your general knowledge and musical experience …
· Download Classic FM app.

· Every week listen online to at least 1 complete piece of music (it uses hardly any megabytes – I listen to it all the time).

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Present your work as a listening ‘log’ i.e. a list of what you have listened to and the research to go with it. All information should be clearly written or typed up and well presented.

· You must include in your log: 
1. The date you listened to the music
2. The title of the piece of music
3. The name of the composer
4. When and where they lived 
5. Which era of music it belongs to 
6. The titles of 2 other pieces of music they have written
